Trash / Recycling Procedures

Schedules:

1. Regular trash – twice (2x) a week on Monday and Thursday. 
2. Recycling – once (1) a week on Wednesday.  Or, at the Town Recycling Center, 210 Hunts Lane (238-8091.  
3. Bulk collection – household items are collected by special schedule.  Residents MUST call the carter, SaniPro Disposal (800-273-9394) to schedule pick-up.
4. Holiday schedule – in weeks with a “Monday” holiday, the Monday trash collection moves to Tuesday. If the holiday falls on Thursday, trash and recycling collection moves to Wednesday. If the holiday falls on a weekend, it is considered a “Monday” holiday with Monday collection moved to Tuesday.
5. Chemical Clean Up – call county Chemical Info Line, at “211”, or go to www.westchestergov.com/environment_houselholdrecyclingschedule.htm for location and dates. 
Procedures:

1. Pick-up is mid-morning.  Cans or recycling bins may NOT be put out the night before pick-up and must be stored away before end of the collection day.

2. Garbage cans MUST HAVE SECURE LIDS.  Household garbage may NEVER be left out in plastic bags (animals and birds spread it everywhere).
3. Bungee cords may be used to secure can lids.
4. Glass, metal and plastic containers MUST be put in a Blue or Clear plastic bag, or a Blue recycling bin.
5. Paper and cardboard should be MUST be in a paper bag, Blue bin, or tied in bundles.

6. Stacks should be NO higher than two feet (2’).
7. Broken glass should be protected with cardboard.
8. Motor oil MUST be returned to service stations.
9. Paint cans may be disposed with normal trash, ONLY IF all paint has been absorbed with kitty litter (or other approved coagulant) or the can is empty.
Enforcement:

1. Residents who improperly dispose trash/recycling will receive one (1) written warning. Thereafter, a $50 fine will be imposed for each violation If the landscape vendor must clean any common area(s), the responsible Unit Owner will be billed. 
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
